new ideas and projects. STARS CoG
must have defended their first Doctoral
Degree between 1 January 2013 and 31
December 2018.

PIs will be rewarded for their scientific
skills, creativity and commitment.
Successful PIs, once enrolled in the STARS
programme, will receive full support to
submit an ERC application, choosing
Padua as their Host Institution, either
during the project or immediately after.

What we offer

STARS Grants entail a research budget
of up to 100,000 € (Social Sciences and
Humanities) or 175,000 € (Physical
Sciences and Engineering, Life Sciences)
for 30 months, plus a fellowship for the
PI of up to 100,000 € gross amount for
30 months, equivalent to 40,000 € gross
amount/year or ca. 32,000 € net amount/
year. Researchers from abroad benefit from
an extra Mobility allowance of 15,000 €
(gross amount for 30 months).
